Dear Parish Family, 
We enter Holy Week and focus on the Paschal Mystery, the suffering, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ. We have journeyed 
through Lent and have hopefully discovered those things that have hindered our relationship with Christ and have embraced those 
graces and strengths about ourselves that truly reveal his presence to others.  Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy Saturday, the 
Triduum is a celebration of one continuous act of love on the part of God’s Son, who shows us how we are to live our lives and 
embrace the spiritual reality of our salvation.  But how does this celebration really play out in our lives? Have you ever experienced 
sickness, the death of a loved one, the loss of a job, the stresses and anxieties of relationships, family and just life itself? Maybe you are 
experiencing these realities now. How do you get through? Who do you turn to for help and understanding? Just as much as there are 
suffering and dying moments, there are also healing resurrection moments. It is possible to endure suffering and dying by accepting 
and believing that God will deliver you from this dark tomb into a new life of deeper understanding of who you are and help you “rise 
to the occasion” stronger and more like Christ himself. We then “offer ourselves” to others and help them see this tremendous reality of 
new life and hope. As we enter into this Holy Week, let us be open to what the Lord has in store for us. I guarantee we will come out of 
it transformed and strengthened. 
 

Today (Sunday) is our “State of the Parish” gathering. We, as a parish family are experiencing the Paschal Mystery. May we 
embrace the challenging and difficult realities we are now facing, as well as celebrate the successes and strengths of who we are. 
Ask yourselves how you can place a deeper trust in the Lord and be instruments of helping our parish “rise to the occasion” of 
becoming a stronger parish financially, socially and spiritually. In other words, embrace the full potential of an excellent 
parish. 
 

Here is another excerpt from Excellent Catholic Parishes by Paul Wilkes: 
 

Excellent parishes are willing to make mistakes. Excellent parishes do not fear failure. They realize that innovation, stepping outside 
accepted ways, might have its costs. But, they reason, without innovation, without walking where others have not yet walked, they will 
continue to trudge on in familiar, rutted pathways that may no longer lead where they want to go. They may not exactly consider 
themselves “fools for Christ”, but they are not averse to trying new ways and admitting they did not work. If unsuccessful in some of 
their efforts, they go on, chastened by their experience but undaunted in their desire to serve their people and find their God.

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Pro-Life Committee Message  
In a recent T.V. interview, Archbishop Naumann was questioned about 
the endorsements of current health reform legislation made by some 
Catholic nuns. He repeated previous statements from the U.S. 
Conference of Catholic Bishops (U.S.C.C.B.) confirming that only the 
USCCB has the authority to issue statements regarding the Church’s 
position on health reform legislation. Our Archdiocesan Respect Life 
Apostolate reminds us of this fact consistently and there’s nothing new 
here. What seems to be occurring with increased frequency however, is 
the willingness of some Catholics in prominent positions in Catholic 
universities, in the media, and in political leadership positions to 
openly challenge or ignore church leadership, and to even misrepresent 
long held church doctrine, due to their own confusion or to promote 
their political agenda. To minimize the scandal given, bishops across 
the U.S. have had to clarify actual church doctrine and positions which 
certain political leaders had publicly distorted. When 8 previously pro-
life congressmen signed onto the Senate health bill, it’s passage was 
assured. But a pro-life amendment in the House bill was 
simultaneously eliminated. It was promised that a presidential 
executive order would provide sufficient guarantees to prevent funding 
for abortions. But the U.S.C.C.B. and other pro-life groups quickly 
contradicted that claim and condemned passage of the senate bill. 
Cardinal Francis George, President of the U.S.C.C.B., expressed the 
opinions of many others who have also worked hard for passage of 
meaningful quality health reform. He said there were many good 
things for many people in the health care bill, but because so many pro
-life, conscience and other significant conditions were missing, it is 
regrettable that passage of this legislation prevents getting the kind of 
health reform legislation that is truly needed. Efforts are underway to 
repeal this reform – with little expectation of success. More info: 
www.usccb.org/healthcare or www.usccb.org/pro-life    Missouri 
State Legislative Activity MO has joined about 40 other states 
introducing legislation to exempt us from the Federal health care plan 
and has joined 10 states in filing a lawsuit against the fed govt on 
constitutionality grounds. Legislation is in the MO Senate now. The 
MO govt is out of money and over budget and has been cutting 
funding for many programs including from Alternatives to Abortion 
and is already downsizing the 2011 budget. MO Catholic Conference 
understands and is trying to preserve next year’s A.T.A. funding. Pro-
abortion legislators attached amendments to the Informed Consent 
bill that prohibits the provision requiring that a woman be offered an 
ultrasound before her abortion. This is still ongoing. And the Sales Tax 
Senate bill had restored the sales tax exemptions for churches and 
charities. Now, a bill introduced in the House eliminates those 
exemptions again. We continue to ask you to pray for all our public 
officials – state and federal and to continue to contact them. You can 
talk with your state officials personally at the Pro-Life Action Day 
at the State Capital, Jeff. City, on Tues., March 30, at 10 am, 1st 
floor rotunda.
